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WHEREAS, The Curyung Tribal Council believes that the proposed Pebble Mine potentially
has many adverse risks that the Curyung Tribal Council is unwilling to take; and

WHEREAS, The Bristol Bay mining districi is right in the middle of the “Ring of Fire and is
an area susceptible to volcanic eruptions and major earth quakes; and

WHEREAS, The Curyung Tribal Council urges all villages within the Bristol Bay Region to
oppose the development of the mining district: because of the potential of many
environmental risks to people and renewable resources of Bristol Bay; and

WHEREAS, The Curyung Tribal Council strongly urges the State of Alaska to not grant any
permits for the development of the mines in the proposed mining district, such as
the Pebble Mine.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that Curyung Tribal Council will continue to oppose
any development of the mining district like the size of the proposed “Pebble Mine” within the
lands of the Bristol Bay Region.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, The Curyung Tribal Council urges all its Tribal Members to
write letters and attend hearings to voice opposition to the development of massive mining on the
lands of the Bristol Bay Region, such as the Pebble Prospect.

BE IT FURTHER RESOVED, The Curyung Tribal Council oppose all large-scale mining within
the Bristol Bay Region until studies can unequivocally prove that there would be NO NET LOSS
to the subsistence, commercial, recreational, and sports users or to the land, air, or water quality

of the Bristol Bay Region.
